Macintosh OS 10.1 Native Client Configuration Instructions

Client Software for Macintosh OS 10.1

Ethernet modem customers should follow the instructions below to configure the PPPoE client included with Macintosh OS 10.1. This configuration enables your FastAccess modem to work with Macintosh OS 10.1. Please print the directions before configuring Macintosh OS 10.1. 
Native Client (BellSouth Supported Option)

To Install and configure Macintosh OS 10.1 Native PPPoE client, do the following: 
1. Open System Preferences. 
2. Double-click Network. 
3. In the Show area, select the device (e.g., when using an Alcatel SpeedTouch Home, select Built-In Ethernet). 
4. Select the PPPoE tab and do the following: 
a) Select the Connect using PPPoE check box. 
b) In the Service Provider field, enter FastAccess DSL. 
c) In the Account Name field, enter the customer’s account name (e.g., username@bellsouth.net). 
d) In the Password field, enter your password. 
e) Select the Save password and Show PPPoE status in menu bar check boxes. 
f) Click Apply Now. 
5. Click PPPoE Options and do the following: 
a) Select the Connect automatically when starting TCP/IP applications and the Send PPP echo packets check boxes. 
b) All other check boxes should be clear. 
c) Click OK. 
6. Click the TCP/IP tab and do the following: 
a) In the Configure field, select Using PPP. 
b) Click Apply Now, and click Save when closing the window. 
7. Click the desktop. 
8. In the Finder tool bar, click Go, and select Applications. 
9. In the Applications window, double-click Internet Connect. 
10. In the Configuration list, select the device connected to the modem (select the same device that you selected in Step 3). 
11. Click Connect. 
Note: Customer using Macintosh 8.6 to 9.2 should use the BellSouth FastAccess Connection Agent.  For installing the BellSouth FastAccess Connection Agent please refer to the Configuration Instructions for the Connection Agent for Macintosh.
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
